Meeting Called to Order at 7:36PM

Minutes for Thursday June 12th, 2014 were read Mark Hamilton motioned to accept as read. Mike E. second. Unanimous.

Minutes for Thursday July 10th, 2014 were read. Mark Hamilton motioned to accept as read. Mike E. second. Unanimous. 

Architecure and Violations Report was provided by Denise Moser. 

Diana Jensen has placed notes on homeowners doors for sidewalk repairs. Most are needing a two week time period to complete the repairs. 

Denise Moser has had verbal conversations with homeowner on Lot 80 for yard work repairs. So far looking good and has cleared brush. Moss on roof is still a concern. Possibly needs professional help with the cleaning.

Painting colors need to be approved or we need to find the original palette that was approved

PGE Box trip hazards on  Rock and 203rd update. Three homeowners have plans for repairs.

ARC walk through still scheduled for the end of Septembers. Lots of homeowners have made necessary changes.

Lot 61 still needs sidewalk repairs. Reported to county and county has sent a 30 day notice stating the repairs need to be made. County has told Denise that they do not need to enforce the repairs. That the letters are only to say they have informed them and no longer liable for any injuries occurred. Mark Hamilton will follow up with County regarding this, due to county code stating they must follow through with the enforcement of the sidewalk repairs. Shadow Wood does not have the power to fine on this matter.

Lot 61 is still in poultry violations, and neighbors have seen evidence of a chicken coup being made in backyard.

Newsletter and Hospitality Report was provided by Denise Moser.  Doing great on newsletter. Put notice in newsletter regarding finding the missing color swatches approved by the board for exterior paint.

Grounds and Maintenance Report was provided by Mike Esralian. 

Strip of Grass on Johnson from 203rd to 204th will be mowed as needed. Sonny‘s quoted us $40.00 extra/month when done.

Lori stated that the railroad tie will be replace. Denise stated there might possibly be another one needing to be repaired. Mike Esralian will speak with Lori to have that checked as well.

Pool Report was reported by Dave Hensesler. Extending the season, however, due to the recent windstorm, the pool is dirty. They are working on getting it cleaned for swimming again. There will possibly be a dog swim day at the end of the season after the pool is closed. More information will follow.

Treasure Report was provided by Mike Johnson.

Loss reported in swimming lessons this year. Asking Curtis to raise the fee up $5.00 to help fill that void next year. Motion to accept the raise by Mark Hamilton. Denise second it. Unanimous in favor.

Mark motioned to accept treasure report as read. Denise seconded it. Vote was unanimous.

CC&R Report was provided by Mark Hamilton and Hung Wasson.

Meeting next Wednesday to go over needed changes. Mark has been researching the laws. Legally you don’t need a legal opinion but we need to be in compliance with Oregon Law so advice is felt necessary. 

We need 75% to approve the changes of the CC&R‘s.

Goal is to get all CC&R’s to say the same thing in all phases of Shadow Wood.

Discussion about “Junk” cars explain again. Per our CCR’s we have no authority to enforce. We can enforce by letting them know that they are in violation. Due to the fact that there is no definition we only have standards, therefore, we can ask for cooperation.

Poultry, however, is a hard Coded violation and we by law must follow through with fining.

Trash can violations are only found in one phase.

Old Buisness

Sidewalk notices have been sent out. Playground is still looking okay. Seams are crumbling a bit, and we will keep and eye on it.
Website discussion. Nic said navigation can be organized better and we can put our name on it. Also discussed the possibility to put up a Polling Station function for the website. Nic can also change the color scheme, however, the polling station is first priority. The chance to promote businesses inside and outside Shadow Wood was discussed as well. Homeowners are free, and a small fee charged to outside advertisements.
Permanent Record storage was discussed. Mark Hamilton has found a few in the $500-700 range with steel frames, which would not need a concrete pad. This, however, in on the back burner until pool repairs are made.
Congestion, parking and traffic hazards at 203rd and Rock is still and issue. They are, however, 50ft from stop sign and nothing can be done. 

Questions regarding Trailers out front of homes was brought up as well. We need individuals to get approval for length of time the trailers are out in front of the homes. Current issue is a Trailer for sale on York and 203rd.

New Business
CCR violation policy needs consistency as stated above. Notify county for violations that we cant control. Hard coded violations we are obligated by law, as stated above. Specifically noted again lot 61 is in clear violation of that law with approximately 9 chickens (per neighbor, as well as chicken coup on Westside of backyard). Fine letter has been sent again, and another will be sent out with fine increases. If fines get above $3,000.00 ask for mediation, and then possible collection/lawyer involvement if needed. Will speak with Chris Benson for collection laws.

We need more Architecture and Violation Committee members. If possible we all can help on our current streets to be the eyes and ears for Denise.

Mark made a motion for Lot 173’s to approve to talk to a lawyer and pay possible fee‘s, to start collecting and handling the delinquent HOA dues that are severely past due. It was second by Denise Moser and vote was unanimous.

Stated again Homeowners CCR hard violations need to be followed through. We are legally responsible. 

Motion to adjourn by Mark Hamilton, seconded by Mike Esralian. Vote Unanimous approved. Meeting closed at 9:21pm.
